SECTION A

This section is to be competed by the Deviation Notice (DN) originator unless otherwise noted.

1
Supplier:  This block is used to identify the supplier with which the Westinghouse Purchase Order has been placed.

2
Part Name/Description:  Enter a brief description of the part(s) listed on the DN.

3
Purchase Order:  Enter the Westinghouse Project Purchase Order or contract number to which the Deviation Notice applies.  If more than one project is affected enter the project P.O. / contract # for each.

4
P.O. Item:  Enter the actual corresponding P.O. item number to which the deviation(s) applies.  If more than one item is involved, each item must be individually identified by specific deviation(s) in the deviation description section of the form.  If not applicable, enter N/A.

5
Project:  Enter the plant identifier or project code to which the deviation(s) applies.  If the deviation(s) applies to more than one plant or project, each applicable code must be identified opposite its applicable P.O.#.

6
S.O./Charge No:  Enter the applicable Westinghouse Sales Order/Charge Number.

7
Number Discrepant:  Enter the total quantity of discrepant items submitted on this DN.

8
Attachment:  All attachments shall include as a minimum the Deviation Notice number and page number in the format 1 of___ , 2 of ___ , etc.

Drawing No./Rev. and Specification No./Rev.:  Enter the drawing, specification and revision numbers that apply.

Originator’s Signature:  Self explanatory.

Date Issued:  Enter the date the DN written.  Example:  March 6, 1989 is entered 03/06/89.

Causes of Discrepancy Supplier Action Taken to Prevent Recurrence and Impact on Past Product:  Enter a brief description of what was the cause of the discrepant condition (e.g., incorrect procedure, improper machine setting, missing training, etc.) and what action has been taken, or identify what changes in the design or manufacturing are necessary, to prevent recurrence. In addition, determine if the deviation(s) represents a first-time occurrence, or if prior shipments for Westinghouse contain a similar deviation(s) that were not corrected prior to shipment.  Provide documentation of the investigation of past occurrences including a listing of the specific components, the applicable purchase order, date shipped and destination.  If no prior shipments were made with this condition, enter “this condition did not occur on past product shipments.”

Description of Deviation and Recommendation for Disposition:  Identify material/component to be dispositioned by LOT/HEAT/SERIAL/P.O. ITEM or SPIN Number.  State the source of the requirement, (e.g., drawing, specification) and describe actual condition.  Where sampling inspection used, state sample size, AQL and population.  Provide disposition recommendation including justification and state method of repair.  When attachments are utilized each page of the attachment shall include as a minimum, the Deviation Notice number and page number in the format 1 of___ , 2 of ___ , etc .

16 Comments/Instructions Supporting Disposition:  This area is to be used by Westinghouse Engineering and Quality personnel to identify the basis or justification for disposition.  It may also be used to identify which method of repair (or repair procedure) is to be utilized.  When attachments are utilized, each page of the attachment shall include as a minimum the Deviation Notice number and page number in the format 1 of ___  2 of ___ , etc.
17 Effect of Deviation: These blocks are to be completed by the responsible engineer with input from supporting disciplines as necessary.  Each block must be checked either "Yes" or "No.”  The effect to be considered is that on the Customer or other organizations per NSNP 15.1, Section 7.6.3.  Leave no blocks blank.  If a "Yes" block is checked Westinghouse Engineering must provide an explanation in block 16 and engineering verification is required per block 17.  Notification per Block 19 below is required if there are any “Yes” responses. 
18 Disposition:  This section is to be completed by the responsible engineer and other supporting engineering disciplines, and approved by Quality (Westinghouse) and the ANI (if an "N" Stamp component).  He will indicate the disposition and identify whether Materials and/or Design Interface and/or Westinghouse Engineering verification is required.  Dispositions of “Use-As-Is” or “Repair” require engineering verification.  If “Engr. Verification – Yes” is indicated, the responsible engineer will obtain the necessary technical reviews and signatures.  The responsible engineer will indicate whether a design or review is required.  The functional term “Design Review” includes all approved forms of design verification performed by a group(s) of competent individuals.  Management concurrence is required if Engineering verification or Design Review is required.  Quality determines if ANI concurrence is required per NSNP 15.1, Section 7.4.
19 Notification Required: The responsible engineer will indicate whether Notification is required. Notification to internal or external organizations is required if any of the blocks under “Effect of Deviation” are checked “Yes,” or if the customer contract requires notification.
20 Customer Approval Sign/Date: The customer will sign and date indicating approval of the DN when notified per Block 18.  It is permissible to reference a customer letter indicating their approval.
SECTION C

This section of the DN to be completed by the organization responsible for the actual repair of the deviation(s) identified in Section "A" and Dispositioned in Section "B".  The final disposition once the repair is complete will either be Accept or Scrap.

Rework/Repair Procedure:  This block is used to identify the procedure number/revision to complete the rework/repair.  If the disposition is not “Rework” or "Repair," the Responsible Engineer or Quality shall enter "N/A" and their initials/date.
